IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

When using an electrical appliance, basic safety precautions should always be followed, including
the following: Read all instructions before using this sewing machine.

DANGER——To reduce the risk of electric shock:

1.The appliance should never be left unattend when plugged in.

Always unplug this appliance from the electric outlet immediately after using and before cleaning.

WARNING——To reduce the risk of burns, fre, electric shock, or injury to persons:

Do not allow this appliance to be used as a toy. Close attention is nhecessary when this applianceis

used by or near children. This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years and above and
persons with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge

if they have been given supervision or instruction concerning use of the appliance in a safe way and
understand the hazards involved. Children shall not play with the appliance. Cleaning and user
maintenance shall not be made by children without supervision.

. Use this appliance only for its intended use as described in this manual. Use only attachments

recommended by the manufacturer as contained in this manual.

. Never operate this appliance if it has a damaged cord or plug, if it is not working properly, if

it has been dropped or damaged, or dropped into water. Return the appliance to the nearestau
thorized dealer or service center for examination, repair, electrical or mechanical adjustment.

. Never operate the appliance with any air openings blocked. Keep ventilation openings of the sewing

machine and foot control free from the accumulation of lint, dust, and loose cloth.
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. Keep fngers away from all moving parts. Special care is required around the sewing machine needle.
. Always use the proper stitch plate. The wrong plate can cause the needle to break.

. Do not use bent needles.

. Do not pull or push fabric while stitching. It may defect the needle causing it to break.

. Switch the sewing machine off * O” when making any adjustments in the needle area, such as
threading needle, changing needle, threading bobbin, or changing presser foot.

. Always unplug the machine from the electrical outlet when removing covers, when lubricating or

when making any other user servicing adjustments mentioned in the instruction manual.

. Never drop or insert any object into any opening.

Do not use outdoors.

Do not operate where aerosol (spray) products are being used or where oxygen is being administered.
To disconnect, turn all controls to the off “* O” position, then remove plug from outlet.

Do not unplug by pulling on cord. To unplug, grasp the plug, not the cord.

Basically, the machine should be disconnected from the electricity supply when not in use.

If the power cord of this appliance is damaged, it must be replaced with a special cord by your nearest
authorized dealer or service center.

This machine is provided with double insulation.Use only identical replacement parts. See instructions
for servicing Double-Insulated machine.



SERVICING DOUBLE-INSULATED PRODUCTS

A WARNING

For the combination of the material and the thread and needle, in particular, refer to the explanation
table in “Replacement of the needle”.If the needle or thread does not match the material used such as in
the case that an extra heavy-weight material (e.g.denim) is sewn with a thin needle (#11 or higher), the

needle can break resulting in an unexpected personal injury.

Other precautions

e

e Do not put the sewing machine under the
direct sunlight or in a humid place.

e Do not wipe the sewing machine with solvent
such as thinner.

When the sewing machine is
soiled, put a small quantity of
neutral detergent on a piece of
soft cloth and carefully wipe
off the sewing machine with it.

Be aware that the following state can take place since the sewing machine incorporates
semi-conductor electronic parts and precise electronic circuits.

* The operating temperature of the sewing machine is between 5°C and 40°C. Do not use the

sewing machine under the direct sunlight, near the burning things such as a stove and candle,
or in a humid place. By so doing, the temperature in the interior portion of the sewing machine
can rise or the coating of the power cord can melt, causing fire or electrical shock.

Start/stop button

When pressing this button, machine
starts to sew slowly and then up to the
speed se by speed controller. When
pressing this button again, machine stops

with needle at its down position. Color of
button indicates machine status.

Green: Ready to start and/or while sewing

Red: Not ready to start (When it is pushed
in red condition, needle moves by
one stitch.)

Orange: Machine is in bobbin winding con
-dition.

Reverse stitch button

While pressing this button,
machine sews reverse (lock stitch).

Thread trimming button

After sewing, press this button to trim both threads automatically.

\

Notes for thread trimming:

1. Do not use thread thicker than No.30.

2. After trimming, the stitch can be done without pulling up bob-
bin thread.

3. When sewing again after thread trimming, if you pull up
the bobbin thread again and place it underneath the presser
foot together with needle thread, you can avoid birds nest on
the wrong side of the fabric.

4. Regularly clean the machine, as dust in the area of the thread
trimming unit may cause malfunction.

A Warning * Disconnect the plug and turn off the power switch (turn to “O”) that always sewing machine is
not to use. Otherwise, it may cause electric shock or fire.

B The type and application of the presser foot

Standard presser foot

This is used mainly for straight stitch and zigzag stitches. Use this
presser foot especially when sewing heavy-weight materials.

Zipper presser foot

This is used to attach zippers.

Overcasting presser foot

This presser foot is used exclusively for overcasting to prevent the cut
edge of fabrics from fraying.

Edge joining presser foot

This presser foot is used for edge joining of trousers and skirts, or
sleeves.

Buttonhole presser foot

This presser foot is used for automatic buttonholing.

Satin stitch foot

This is used for sewing decorative stitches, letters and bar tacks.

Embroidery presser foot

This presser foot is used for sewing embroidery patterns.

® Pull out both needle and bobbin threads by
approx. 10 cm (4 inches) long and pass them
under the presser foot towards the back of the
machine.

* In general, the same thread is used for both needle and bobbin threads.
* Thin thread and needle will be used for light-weight fabrics and thick thread and needle will be used for heavy-weight materials.
* Check whether the combination of needle and thread is correct by trial sewing on the material which will be sewn.

* When it is difficult to go over an overlapped section, guide the fabric by hand.

Straight stitch: Needle and bobbin threads interlace with each
other at the middle of the fabric thickness. (@)

Zigzag stitch: Needle thread is pulled a little bit to the wrong
side of the fabric.

If the machine is set to “4”, it is suitable for most fabrics. However,
adjustment may be necessary according to fabrics and sewing
applications.

If the tension is not correctly set, it will cause imbalanced stitch
formation, puckering, and thread breakage.

Simple sewing operation introduction

1 After finished pattern selection, the machine will be in ready position.

2 Thread the upper thread, well place the lower thread, correctly put sewing fabric to the right place
and put down the presser foot.

3 Click the start button on the lower right of the screen, or the on/off button on the front cover of
the machine to start sewing.

4 Click the thread trimming button after finished sewing, the machine will automatically cut the upper
thread and lower thread.

5 Make sure the needle is in its highest position when presser foot is lifted, take out the fabric to
finish sewing.

@ User must use presser foot with corresponding function correctly when applying sewing operation,
otherwise may cause machine unable to sew or break the needle, which could result in personal
injury.

Basic embroidery operation

*Before starting, the embroidery frames on the machine must be removed

*The embroidery frames selected on the machine and the embroidery frames actual
installed must be identical in size.

*When applying embroidery operation, user must use special embroidery press foot from
the original factory.

*The user should choose appropriate embroidery thread according to different fabrics and
embroidery patterns when embroidering, for the embroidery effect differs when sewing
with different specifications and models of embroidery threads, it is recommended that
users use qualified embroidery thread.

**Sewing pieces of fabric together:
Use the standard presser foot or satin stitch foot.

Working on the right side
of the fabric, place the center of the presser foot on the
seam line of the joined fabrics and stitch over the seam.

Applique

NOTE: You can create and applique by cutting a different piece of fabric into a shape and using it as a decoration.

Use the standard presser foot.

1. Cut out the desired design and baste it on the fabric D . Sew slowly
around the edge of your applique.

2.Trim the excess material outside the stitching. Make sure not to cut
any stitches. Remove the baste seams.

Fagoting

Stitching across an open seam is called "fagoting"”. It is used on blouses and children's clothing. This stitch is more decorative
when thicker thread is used.

Use the standard presser foot.

1.Align the fabric breaks of the fabric pieces 4 mm
apart M and baste @ onto a water-soluble fleece

@.

2.Align the center of the presser foot with the
center of the two pieces of fabric and begin sewing.
The water-soluble fleece is dissolved by washing.

Scallop stitch

Stitching across an open seam is called "fagoting”. It is used on blouses and children's clothing. This stitch is more decorative
when thicker thread is used.

Use the all-purpose presser foot.

1.Stitch along the edge of the fabric, making sure not to sew directly on the
edge of the fabric.

2.Cut the fabric close to the seam. Be careful not to cut the seams.

NOTE: For better results, apply spray starch onto the fabric and press with a
hot iron before it is sewn.

Use the presser foot.

1.Fold the fabric right side together. Sew along the
folded edge.

2.Cut the fabric along the hem, leaving 3 mm

space for hemming and cut this hem.

3.Turn the fabric over, press the curved hem outwards
to the surface and iron it.
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Machine Maintenance

When lint and/or dirt has built up, it may cause machine failures. Therefore, clean the machine frequently.
